     Eleven key bills impacting our membership are now 
working their way through Congress.  They range from 
nuclear infrastructure security to identity theft.  Of these, 
ASIS International is closely monitoring four. 
     Credit headers are alive...for now!  The Phoenix rises 
again in that the Social Security Number Privacy and 
Identity Theft Prevention Act will again be "reintroduced" 
to Congress in 2005 by it's sponsors Representative Clay 
Shaw in the house and Senator Dianne Feinstein in the 
Senate. Although the bills never made it out of committee 
(in 2002, 2003, and 2004), the authors won't give up 
making it harder for investigators to find and bring to 
justice those people hurting our society. ASIS opposes this 
bill.   
     Senator Patrick Leahy's "Restore Freedom of 
Information Act (FOIA)" legislation is also opposed by 
ASIS. His bill - S.609 - would reverse the FOIA 
exemptions provided to private companies that voluntarily 
submit critical infrastructure information to the 
Department of Homeland Security. Current law exempts 
this information, voluntarily submitted "in good faith", 
from being subject to FOIA requests. If S.609 is passed, 
this safeguard would no longer protect companies.  There 
would be no restrictions on sharing information among 
government agencies and a provision to shield such 
information from use in civil litigation would also be 
removed.
