Newsletter Advertising
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Meeting Minutes
Marc Jacobs, Chapter Chairperson, welcomed the members and guests and called the meeting to 
order at 11:30 a.m.. Marc led the group in the pledge of allegiance, and the membership proceeded to 
introduce themselves and their visitors. 

Marc announced that the 2009 KC-ASIS Treasurer, Hilary Jenkins, had resigned his board position 
and that the board was now accepting recommendations for a person to become the treasurer for the 
remainder of 2009.

MCSF – Laura LeDesma presented information regarding the income generated from the 2008 
Midwest Consolidated Security Forum (MCSF). She thanked KC-ASIS on behalf of the board at MCSF 
for the chapter’s continued support of MCSF. Laura reported that the final profit to KC-ASIS was 
$2,080.52 dollars. The MCSF board has asked KC-ASIS and other financial partners from 2008 to 
pledge to sponsor the 2010 MCSF. They asked the KC-ASIS membership to consider contribute $1000 
for the next MCSF. The proposed plan would be for the MCSF board to retain $1000 out of the chap-
ter’s $2080.52 dollars, changing the final return to KC-ASIS to $1080.52 dollars. They further asked if 
the chapter could provide two members that would serve on the MCSF board or committee position 
to help provide leadership and support for the next MCSF.

The questions were presented to the membership for a vote:
1)	 Should KC-ASIS participate as a “financial partner” in future MCSF events?
2)	 The Chapter is set to receive $2080.52 from the 2008 MCSF.  Should KC-ASIS leave $ 1000.00 of   	
	 this amount in the fund as seed money for the 2010 MCSF?  

Vote: A motion was made by Alana Pierce to approve both measures, and it was seconded by Steve 
Brown. Marc Jacobs asked for a vote by the attending membership of “yea” to approve the measure, 
and “nay” to reject it. In the absence of any voiced dissent, the measure was approved as proposed 
without further discussion.

Membership Drive – Marc reminded the members that our membership drive started in January in 
conjunction with the national Reach Out drive.   Between January and March of 2009, members will 
get credit for signing up new chapter members. He noted that new members must be members of 
National and the local Chapter to get credit.

Webinars – Marc announced the upcoming February 25, 2009 webinar, “Cracking the Personality 
Code”, and the March 18, 2009 webinar on Workplace Violence.
